Branches shall be constructed along the lines as located by the 
stakes,and the center shall be about 3 feet to the right thereof, _and straight,except at 
the angles, which shall be made in easy rounaing cµrves.

TILE DITCH. 

1. Said Ditch and Branches shall be constructed along the line as located by the 
stakes,and the center shall be about 4 feet to the left thereof,and straight, axcept at the 
angles,which shall he made in easy rounding curves. 

2. The trench shall be excavated to the depth in the bottom at each stake as indicated 
by the profile; and the bottom shall be true and smooth and have a regular .grade.

PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS. 
~he wor:ij: shall be constructed according to these plans and speoifications,which shall 

be considered a part of the contract. These plans and specifications contemplate a complete 
structure, and an error in the plans and specifications slLll not release the contractor 
from building a structure complete in all its details. These drawings are fully dimensioned 
and dimensions given must control tin preference to scale measurements. When intermediate 
dimensions are desired,the scale of similar parts adjacent shall control. 
FOUNDATIOlfS. 

The wall shall be placed with reference to bed of stream on foundations as indicated 
in the drawings,except that the excavation need not be carried more than six inches into the 
rock; and notify the Engineer and Commissioners ~f . same for examination before placing any cc~ 
concrete. At the option of the CoID.t'11issioners,the depth of the foundation majr ne increased 
or d~creased, and the contract price increased or decreased by an agreed a.mou:tJ.t for each 
cubic yard of concrete added or deducted. 
COHCRETE. 

The conerete shall be Portland Cement,clean, sharp sand and clean crushed stone or 
gravel. 
STOHE. 

The stone shall be of good quality,free from earth or other fine material except sand 
or du.st from the stone,and shall be of the size known as¾ stone. Enough sand or screenings 
shall be used to fill all voids. 
CEMENT. 

Cement mixed neat with water to form a stiff paste shall after thirty minutes at 
seventy degrees Fahrenheit,be appreciably indented with one-twelth wire loaded to a quarter 
pound. Fats of cement neat on glass plates shall not scale or crack when allowed to harden 
in moist air at 176 degrees Fahrenheit for three hours,and then subjected to boiling water 
for three days.

The cement and the stone shall be mixed in the proportion to one of cement io five of 
stone and sand combined,measured by volume loose, sufficient water to be added to make a 
mixture as wet as consistent with satisfactory placing. The whole mass to be placed without 
delay after thorough mixing. No concrete shall be laid in freezing weather without the 
permission of the Engineer. 
FACING. 

All concrete facing on wall sha•ll be finished by spading. The forms shall be careful ,,,_y 
placed so that, when removed, the conorete shall present a smooth surface and will ~equire 
no whitewashing or rubbing to make the surface uniform. 
FORMS. 

Rigid centering and forms shall be provided to receive the concrete and to hold it in 
place until firmly aet. The forms shall be non-absorbent by saturation with water.

our right of way. 

Since the meeting held February 20th which was for hearing objections to the 
improvement, we have gone over the entire situation very thoroughly and come to the 
conclusion that we will agree to take care of the expense of the ditch improvements on 
our right of way as shown QY the plans at present on file in the County Engineer's 
Office,namely, loweringehannel at Culvert No.32 approximately two feet and cleaning out 
the present ditch at Culvert -No.35, doing ·the work with our own forces to the satisfac­
tion of the County Commissioners or party designated by them, providing the Board of 
County Commissioners agree to release the -C.C.C.& st.L.Ry.Co. from assessments on both 
improvements and not show the name of the Railway Company on the assessment roll. 

The Railway Company to start work when the ditch improvem:&nt is carried to the 
company right - of way on the down stream side of saiddright of way. While the expense 
of lowering the waterway under Culvert No.32 will be much greater than the amount 
estimated on the tentative improvement roll,nevartheless, the Railway Company feel 
that they are better equipped to handle the work with their own foroes,than the County 
or a contractor would be, and alee coJJ.si& ·:r- it safer for the operation of the railroad 
to handle the work themselves.

To the Honorable Board of County Commissioners,Union County,Ohio: 
GENTLEMEN; In obedience to your orders of June 15th,1914 to me directed in the 

matter of the Dun's Run Ditch No.1043 I proceeded on the •••• and following days of 
Dec.1914,Jan & Feb 1915 to Survey and Level said proposed improvement and to perfonn 
all other duties aamed in your order and which are required by the Statutes relative t 
thereto; all of which I respectfully submit herewith as my report: 
Item f/1. 
. On account of ice being fro zen over the ditch in some places at the time of 
levelling,the grade line of the ditch is subject to ehange. 
Item f/2. -

In regard to the culvert under the c.c.c.& St.L.Railr oad and in the course of 
Dun's Rum Diteh,we are of the opinion that it is a detriment as it is n ow to the proposed 
improvemnt. The top of the -concrete floor is two feet and several inches above the 
bottom of the 0 ditch on the North side and considerable more on the South side. 
Information from farmers in the neighborhood indicate that when the floor was eonstraeted 
it was placed 2 feet above the flow line of the ditch,thereby damming the water up for 
some distance back. The again,during extremely high water,it has caused to be -gougea 
out on the South side,a space about 80 feet lomg by 60 feet wide and several feet deep. 

This apparently was caused by the increased velocity of the water being forced 
through the culvert by the extreme pressure from behind. Our plan is to tear out the 
present concrete floor and place protection wa11s along each side and at the North end.

When 
intermediate dimensions are desired, the scale of similar_ adjacent parts shall control'. 
FOUHDATIONS. 

The wall shall be placed with reference to bed of stream on foundations as indic.ated 
in the drawings, except that excava~ions need not be carried more tha~ six inches into the 
rock; and notify the Engineer and Commissioners of same for examination before placing any 
concrete. At the option of the Commissioners, the depth of the foundations may be increased 
or decreased, and the _contract price increased or desreased by an agreed amount for each cubic 
yard of concrete added or deducted. 
CONCRETE. 

The concrete shall be o:f Portland Cement, clean, sharp sand and clean cruehed stone. 
STONE. 

The stone shall be of good quality, free from earth or other fine material except 
sand or dust from the stone, and shall be of the sixe known as! stene. Enough sand or 
screenings shall be used to fill all voids.

SPECIFICATIONS 

For Green Joint Ditch Imp. 
No.1046 Located in Bokescreek & Washin~ton Townships, Lo~n & mnion Cou.nties~Ohio. 

LOCATIOll 

1. The above improvement and laterals shall be constructed on the lines as surveyed 
by the Engineer, and as described in his report and on the profile thereof, which profile 
in Jts entirety is hereby made a part of these specifications. · 

2. All stations are 100 feet i rn length, and at each station a numbered side stake 
is driven to the right or left of center line at such convenient distances as the nature 
of the case re quires. The distance and direction of each side stake is shown on the profiie. 
These distances right or left are determined in the direction of survey, i.e. looking down 
stream. A:g.gle-stakes are not nu.mbered,except when falling at tl1e end of a station. 

3. No deviation from the line of the ditch as surveyed and staked shall be made by 
the contractor unless authorized by these specifications, or on written order of ~the Engire r. 

4. All deflections shall be made at points shown on profile, in easy rounding curves, 
by shifting center line of d.itch at curve to a distance proportionate to angle. -

5. No angles shall be made except ~t points designated on profile, and tne ditch 
s)a.11 be made straight between the angles. · 

6. A wooden peg is driven to the level of ground surface at the foot of each stake 
and the depth from each of said pegs as at first driven,and as shown by the profile,will 
be the guide for contractors as to the depth of ditch. 

7. All pegs, side stakes, bench marks,etc., shall be preserved, uni~oved and kept 
uncovered by the contractor while doing his work. 

8. All pegs are liable to be raised by frost, or displaced by other natural causes, 
and the contractor is required to use due care to discover a:ny such change of position and 
replace the ~aes so moved to their original depths,and in case of his inability· to do so 
he shall call the Engineer's attention thereto. 
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9. Each bidder will examine the loeation of the work and judge for hinself as to 
all circumstances affecting it. No information derived from official or other sources wil 
relieve the contractor from fulfilling all the conditions of this contract. -

RIGHT OF WAY. 

1. The width of Right-of-~ay for construct.ing this improvement shall be 60 feet eac 
side of center line for open ditch and 30 feet each side of center line for tile ditch, I 
but where the line of this improvement crosses or follows along the side of public road or 
priyate driveway,the construction of the work must be so managed as not to interfere with r 
travel along said road or driveway. If requir~d by the Engineer the contractor shall remo e 

a joint of tile at either side of such road or d.riveqay to enable the Engineer to see thr ugh 
an~ note the condition of t.•he grade undel'.' the roadway. Contractors have the privilege of 
using the full right-of-way for depositing materials removed in oonstruction,excepting in 
the ease of roads or driveways as stated above. (See also paragraph 8 under rrEmbankment) 

2. Valuable timber, fences,growing crops and other property within the Right-of-
way shall be preserved uninjured 0 as far as possible by the contractor. • . 

3. When, in order to properly construct this imprevement,it becomes necessary to re ove 
any fences, the contractor will be required to remove said fences to the limits of the Rig t 
of-way,and leave the materials in good condition to be replaced by the land-ow:raer after the 
ditch is constructed. The contrqctor will be held responsible for any damage that may res lt 
to the land-owners in consequence of his leaving fences or gates open without permission. 

GRUBBING AND CLEARING. 

I. All timber, brush, and other obstruetions,which fall within the space required 
for ditch banks,shall be removed. 

2. All timber 6 1:ncJlnes or ..l.e.ss in diameter at the stump,and standing within 4 feet 
of ditch ba:gks, hall >tbe '.. cut ·of;f level'.'"'with the ground.surface. 

3. All obstructions,such as logs, stumps,etc., shall be cleared away frarm the dite 
banks on each side to a distance of 4 feet therefrom. 

4. All down timber,logs and brush removed as above required.Ip shall be piled up on 
the outside of the embanlonent and left in convenient shape for busning. 

EXCAV!ITmNH. 

1. The ditch shall be excavated to the width in the bottom,as shown by the profile. 
2. The bottom of the ditch shall be cut smooth and t r ue, with uniform grades be­

tween changes, as shown by the profile. 
3. Ditch banks shall be cut to a regular slope from top to bottom,and no t steeper 

in any part than designated by profile. An ez cess of slope lln , one·pai:llr wil10n9t be allow d 
to offset a short age in -slope of op1"l osite bank , 

4. The width of ~he dit ch on top, as shown by the profile at each station,is c ompu ed 
from the he i ght of the peg at the stat i on ,and the widths so g iven are cor rect for that 
height onl y . 

5. In grading the dit-ch to J:ay round tile, ·the bott.om must be r ounded to f it t h e so.ape 
of the tile. The t i le shall be pl aced in the ditch with the earth fi rmly packed around t e 
sides,and remain exposed to view until exami ned and a ccepted by the Eng i neer,after which 
they shall be cover ed up by replacing the excavated materials. 

6. Shouild quicJ sand or other soft mate r ial be encountered at the grade line ,of th·s 
improvement the contractor shall at once ·notify t he Engineer,who will give instruction 
how to proceed. Should it be deemed advisable to use plahk under t he tile,the Engineer w·11 
have the -necessary l umber placed on t he ·di tch banks. The contractor shall place this lum er 
in the trench,using a piece of the same 4 f eet long,a~ a splice,under the ends of the planks, 
the upper side of such planks to be qt grade line. Any lumber so used will be charged 
against the improvement as an extra, unless the same is included in the Engineer's origin 1 

· estimate. 
7. The contractor will be re quired to do the labor to make connections with the tie 

ditches that are now in the ground,that will empty into this ditch,provided that he does 
not have to go farther than one rod from the line of the ditch and any tile which has not been L 
estimatea that mey be required in making said connections must be furnished by the land- er 
and all tile with inlets for sade drainage, must be placed wherever required by the land-
owner. Where the tile is laid in the bottom of an old open ditch,the banks must be fille 
in so that the tile will be covered not less tl:ian two feet. 

a. All timber standing within 30 feet of the center line of the tile ditch saa.11 
be aeadened by girding. 

EMBI.NKMENT.

DRAIN ~IEE AND SEWER PIPE. 
l. Rhere the word"!Cile" is used it rr.ay consist either of good sound well shaped, 

hard bu~ned tile or a good quality of Portland Cement Tile, or ~ny well known brand of 
vitrified tile or sewer pipe. , 

2. Where the term nvitrified Tilen i s used, it is hel:d to mean tile made of regular 
sewer-pipe shale or shale clay,and burned to th1'Dough vitrifacat~nn, bei~g the same class 
of material and showing the same tests of -quality as found in standard brands of sanitary 
sewer-pipe·excepting that it is not required to be salt glazed. It shall be equal in 
every particular to the "Vitrified Tile made by the Akron Vitrified Clay Mauufacturing 
Company of Akron, Ohio. 

3., "Second Class Sewer-Jipe" must be good q_uali ty of seconds, :perfectly sound, 
and contain no flaws or imperfections that would impair its strength. 

4. All tile sha l l have carrying capacity equal to the area of a eircle whose diameter 
is the size specified on the profile. . 

5. All tiielarger than 8 inch size shall be in lengths not less than 24 inches. 
All Y's T's reducers and. other specials shall be stand.and vitrified sewer-pipe fittings. 

6.Whe~e the profile calls for iron pipe at the outlet of tile ditch,it shall consist 
of one piece standard. cast iron culvert pipe 12 feet long. · 

? • .A:n.y old tile removed by the contractor in constructing this improvement will 
become the property of the land owner upon whose land they are obtained. 

. RETAINING WALL AND FILTERS 

1. When retaining walls and filters are required on tile ditch work, specifi:flations 
will be found on separate sheets. 

OUTLETS. 
' 

1. Contractors will be required upon the completion of each section,to remove all silt 
or other obstructions which may have~·collected in the bottom of the d.i tch on the next section 
below,after the same was completed arid accepted,to a distance of 500 feet below the upper end 
of said lower section. 

REPAIRS. 

1. Each contractor will be required.. to keep his work in good repair until the same is 
fully completed and accepted by the Engineer; also all work and materials are to be at the 
-: risk of the contractor until his contra.ct is accepted hyttlae Engineer. 

ESTIMATES. 

l. Estimates Will be made as the work progresses, but proportionate estimates will not 
be made on any section unless the who l e job amounts to more than 1,000 cubic yards. Estimates 
will not be made until at least 25 per cent of the ~ontract is completed. in accordance with 
the specifications,and the County Auditor will, upon the presentation of such estimate to 
him draw his warrant on the Treasurer for not mare than 75 percent of the amount a.nd. the 
Treasurer wi11 pay the same out of any funds in the treasury applicable to such purpose. 
(General Code 6487) 

2. Unon the completion of any section or contract,and. the acceptance of the same by the 
Engineer, final estimate will be given. 

R EQUIREMENTS. 

1. Each contractor will be required to furnisj:l all labor and materials nece ~rnary ,and 
to do all work in a speedy a.na. workmanlike manner within the time specified in his contract. 
IIo extra compensation will be allowed exc ept for such wo·rk and materials as have been here-
in before -specially provided for. Any cont-ra.ctor failing to fulfill his contract within the 
time sr ecified, will there by forfeit his contracr and become liable on hisnbond for all 
damages or loss es caused bybreason of such failure. but the Commissioners may, for good cause, 
give further time to the contractor,not to exceed 120 days. (General Code 6486,6488} 

2. An extennion of time by Commissioners,as above set ·forth,will be made in writing, 
and copies thereof will be ·furnished. by them to the contractor and Engineer. 

SUPERVISION. 
l. All the foregoing work shall be done under the supervision and direction of the 

Engineer,and all work and r.aaterials shall be made to his satisfaction and acceptance a.nd tb 
the satisfaction and acceptance of tbe ·Bo ard. of County Co:rranissioners. 

2. When the term nEngineern is used.,it is held to mean the County Surveyor of Logan 
Oounty,Ohio, or his Deputy. 

3. The Engineer's decisions,directions ·and. certifica te on all matters pertaining to 
this workmshall be final ,and conclusive,unless countermanded by a majority t~ the Board. of 
County Commissioners, All measurements of quantities and inspection of materials shall he 
made by the Engine er, and his measurements so made and his ac ceptance or rejection of material 
shall be final and conclusive as between the :parties. 

4. Final examination for ac ceptance of completed contracts will be made within ten days 
after the contractor shall have notified the· Engineer, in writing, that his contract is complet d. 

5. Any contractor causing examination as above d.escribed,to be made before any part of 
his work is finished,will be charged with the Engineer's fees and. all other costs accruing 
therefrom, and said fees and costs shall be deducted by the Engineer from the contract price 
on settlement.

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SPECIFICATIONS FOR RETAINING WALL 

GREEN JOINT DITCH IMJ?. 

At the outlet of the tile at Station No. 76 - 64 feet .of Main ditch a retaining wall shal .. 
be built. This wall shall be 15 & 12 feet long; 7 feet 6inches high;and shall be x5 inches 
thick at the bottom,and 12 inches thick on top. The back of this wall shall be vertical 
with 3 inch batter on the down-stream side. The bottom of this wall will be 24 inches 
below the· grade of the tile d: i tch,and the top of the wall at, the center will be 32 inche :3 
above the top of the 18" tile which tile shall project through the wall two inches. 

The top of this wall shall be Level. 
This wall shall be built of concrete composed of ohe part American Cement and six 

parts of good clean gravel,acceptable to the Engineer,excepting the si~-inch creping 
which must be one part of the same e:maent and three parts caarse sand. The contractor 
will be required to furnish suitable forms of such dimensions that. the finished wall, 
when the forms are removed,will conform to the shape and dimensions above given., 
These forms must be sufficiently rigid so as not to give or spring while the concrete is 

' being rammed into place. All cement and sand must be thDDoughly mixed dry until of a 
uniform color and water shall then be added and mixing continued until of proper consist,. 
ency and it must be thoroughly rammed to place so as to form a compact dense ma&s free 
from voids and so that the water comes to the surface and that the mass quakes siightly 
under the blows of the rammer. The face of the walls or that :part next the forms mu.st b:} 
thoroughly nspad.ed",that is rammed with a spade or similar thin bladed tool so as to 
insure a dense smooth surface. _ 

When the wall is built to within 6 inches of its intended hmight,it must be cover,~d 
with a coping as above specified,which coping must be placed while the walls is in plast c 
condition so that the whole wall will be one solid mass. The surface of the coping shal. 
be trowelled smooth and the wall must be left in the forms at least 48 hours after the 
completion of the work,when the forms may be removed and the backfilling done. The 
s1)8.ce back of the wall must be filled level with the top of the wall and to the ac ceptan~e 
of the Engineer.

SPECI:B1 ICAT.IONS. 
For Brown Ditch No.1066,located in Jerome Township,Union County,Ohio. 

Tile Ditch. 1. Said ditch and branches shall be constructed along the line as located by the 
stakes,and the center shall be about 2 feet to the left thereof,and straight except at the ang~es 
which shall be amde in easy rounding curves. 

2. The trench shall be excavated to the depth in the bottom at each stake as indicated by 
the profile;and the bottom shall be true and smooth and have a regular grade. 
3. The tile shall be of full capacity and of the best quality,and shall be alid in a stright 

line,except at the angles,and in the bottom of the trench in a workmanlike manner so as to 
make good goints.Any joints large enough to let in dirt shall be cobered with broken pieces 
of tile. 

4. No tile shall be laid until they have been examined ap.d approved by the Engineer or Com­
missioners;and after being laid they sahall be fastened and left uncovered until examined and 
approved by the Engineer;aftr which the trench shall be so filled that the excavated earht 
wil+ all settle upon the line of tile;and in all places it must be covered to a depth of at 
least·••••••• inches except at the filters as hereinafter specified. 

5. At each side of the Arnold and Plain City Road inlets shall be constructed.the trench shal_ 
be excavated•••·••• inches in width at the top and bottom and to a distance of •••••• feet; 
after which the tile must be laid in a true line and one inch apart in the trench ••••••• 
filled and rounded up with samll cobblestone. 

6. The tile shall be of the following sizes on main Ditch from Station Oto station 5.85, 
10 inch tile;from s t ation 5;85 to the :outlet 12 inch tile;On the later al use 7 inch tile. 
All tile to be first class. 

7. At the outlet of each line of tile and iron pipe of the same lineal dimensions on the in­
side as the line of tile on the outside and ••••• feet long sahll be placed in the trench in 
such a manner so as not to obstruct the flow of water. 
8. All growing timber standing within ••••• feet of the line of tilw must be thoroly deaden­

ed and all brush and bushes within said limits must be cut off even with the surface of the 
ground and said widths sahll constitute the right of way. 

9. The contractor must be required to make all connections with present existing lines of 
tile,the property owner to furnish the necessary tile,and to keep his section on order until 
finally completed and accepted. 

The Commissioners and Engineer re serves the right to make any changes they may desire 
in said work and a corresponding change will be made in the amount paid for the same at the 
rate of the purchase bid. 

The Engineer shall have the power to place laborers and materials on the line of the ditch 
at the expense of the contractor whenever hhe worlc is not :properly progressing. 

The Engineer 1 s directions and decisions on all matters pertaining to said ditch,shall be 
final and conclusive,unless countermanded by a majority of the Board of County Commissioners.

Tile Ditch.- 1. Said ditch shall be constructed along the line as located by the stakes and 
the center shall be about 2 feet to the right thereof and straight except at the angles 'l'lhcih 
shall be mde in easy rounding curves. 
2. The trench shall be excavated to a depth in the bottom as indicated by the pDofile;and 

the bottom shall be true and smooth and have a regu ar grade.All grading shall be wone with 
water. 

3. The tile shall be of full capacity and of the best quality,none soft or cracked and shall 
be laid in a stricght line,except ut the angles,in the bottim of the trench,and in a workman­
like manner so as to make good joints;and any joints large enough to let the dirt thru shall 
be cobered with broken pieces of tile.

Tile Ditch-. 

1. Said ditch and branches shall be constructed a long the line as located by the 
stakes,and the center shall be about 8 feet to the east f the old line of tile,and straight ex­
cept at the angles,whi h shall be made in easy rounding curve~. 
2. The trench shall be excavated to a depth in the bottom as indicated by the profile;and 

the bottom shall be true and smooth and have a regular grade. 
3. The tile shall be of full capacity and of select second class quality,and shall be laid in~ 

a straight line,except at the angles,and in the bottom of the trench in a workmanlike manner sc 
as to make good joints. And should any joints be large enough to let the dirt thru they sahll 
be covered with broken pieces of tile. 

4 . No tile shall be laid untmml they have been examined and approved by the Engineer or Com­
